Bids received 
after that time will not be 
opened or considered for
this project. The bids will be 
publicly opened and read at 
11:45 AM local time on August 
17, 2017 at the Boys and Girls 
Club of the Hi-Line.

Bids are invited for one 
General Contract and shall 
be submitted on the Proposal 
Form provided with the
Contract Documents. All 
proposals must be on a lump 
sum basis.

The Project consists of 
renovation of approximately 
2,232 square foot of the facil-
ity, including the
existing gym and administra-
tive areas, limited window 
replacement and limited 
re-roofing. Work also
includes a new building wide 
fire alarm system, emer-
gency lighting, and other 
mechanical and
electrical improvements as 
illustrated in the Contract 
Documents.
